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Sacramento was a great powder burner. When you
are outnumbered 5 to 1, you have to shoot a lot to
just stay even. It didn’t help the odds when the
Rebel cannon unlimbered in our front and fired,
killing the whole company! The crowd loved it and
even the Rebel artillery came by after the battle to
say thanks. People sure love to kill Yankees. Its
good to change from Grey to Blue every now and
again just to see how the other side is mistreated.
The public even hissed and booed us during the
Parade downtown.

I was proud to be Captain of such a great company.
Again, the 4th was the only unit to drill and it
showed in the battle when we did things “By the
Left.” Hartwell, you should have been there. You
could tell we were the best trained troops on the
field. | just want to thank the 19th Alabama Boys for
falling in with us. We make a good company
together.

We also had 5 students and their teacher from a
high school in St. Louis who camped and fought
with us all weekend. My hat’s off to their teacher for
bringing them to a reenactment to live history for
the weekend. They were well-trained and knew
skirmish drill to perfection. They made us proud to
have them with us. My hat’s off to the folks at
Sacramento for having such a fine event. They fed
us like kings again. There were around 500 troops
there.

From the Adjutant’s Desk:

We talk a lot about the Columbus Depot Jackets we wear. | just wanted to give you a little historical background on the depot.

THE COLOMBUS (Ga.) ARSENAL
+ )

« The city of Columbus, Georgia was a very important contributor to the Confederate war effort. Located on the Chattahoochee
« River in southwest Georgia, it was a major railroad and shipping center. A spur of the Montgomery and West Point railroad

< crossed the river from the west while the Muscogee River moved east into central Georgia. At the height of the war, no less

+ than five steamers transported goods up and down the Chattahoochee River. More important to the war effort was the city’s

¢ manufacturing capabilities.

Columbus had become a major center of industry by the 1850’s. | t contained a large foundry and prospering paper mill, its
grist and flour mills were the hub for local agriculture, but most prominent was the huge cotton and wool textile mills

« producing massive amounts of raw and finished textile goods. Five mills containing literally thousands of spindles and looms
« produced sheeting, clothing, yarn, and wool which firmly established Columbus as the deep South’s center for this industry

« by 1860. Industries, railroad, and shipping made Columbus a natural center for production in the Confederate war effort and a
« logical location for establishment of Government facilities which would eventually include an Armory, Arsenal,

< Quartermaster Depot, and Naval Works.

¢ In May of 1862, Captain F.C. Humphrey of the Ordnance Department arrived in Columbus to organize and command the

° Columbus Arsenal and Armory. Up to that time, the production of swords, pistols, and rifles in the city had been done by a

- host of small loosely associated private manufacturers. By the end of the summer, the Ordnance Department had began its

. first large scale manufacturing, principally harness, ordnance and infantry accoutrements on machinery largely from the Baton
. Rouge Arsenal, which had been evacuated when Federal forces threatened that city. Om short order, the Columbus Arsenal

« became the center of a large, sprawling group of private and government shops for the production of ammunition and the

« manufacture and repair of cannon, swords, pistols, rifles, and a host of assorted equipments. In just five months, its rate of

« production was among the better half of all Confederate Ordnance establishments. The city of Columbus fell violently to

< Federal Gen. James Wilson on April 16, 1865 in one of the last land battles east of the Mississippi River. In the aftermath, the
¢ arsenal, armory, Naval Works, Quartermaster Depot, iron works, large textile mills and much of Columbus’ private industry
¢ and property that aided the Confederate war effort were completely destroyed.
